Global Initiatives and Leadership Presentation Assignment

I want you all to share your story that you have been a part of during these past few months and especially your trip. You are all passionate about making change and this is your opportunity to make a difference to audiences hearing your story. 
Use this guideline to help you prepare your presentation. 

Remember, your audience will only remember three things. 

1. Influence 
· Your audience through whatever it takes whether they need to be influenced by using logic, values of our common humanity and values such as freedom, goodness and decency. Use emotion when you are speaking, this is the most powerful tool that you will have. This is the time to show the world your passion for change. 

2. Involve Your Audience

· Don’t blame others or use guilt when you are speaking. Focus on challenging your audience to do the right thing and stand up for the poor, the disenfranchised, the overlooked, the bullied, the underdog. 
· Don’t make assumptions that your audience will know what you are speaking about. Describe what you did and the conditions that the people you met lived in. Finally, involve your audience in doing something whether it is writing a postcard to the Prime Minister, collecting money, doing a walk, joining an organization doing a research unit etc. Do this in a spirit of positivity!

3. Inspire them!

· Give your audience hope for the change that is possible. Tell stories that reflect the successes on your trip and people who made a difference. Use powerful quotations, words phrases and tie them into your story!

Conclusion 

1. Summarize your thesis and main points again. Use powerful words to remind everyone of your message, your three points. 

2. Thank your audience and leave them all with one final thought…Before we go we want to leave you with one final thought…”

3. Inspire your audience with one last and final quote. Your audience will remember this as they go out to change the world themselves.
